WHEREAS, the American people are encouraged to display our Nation’s flag
proudly on Flag Day as its presence throughout our history makes it a powerful
symbol representing the historic course of our country and the struggles that were
faced to establish our republic; and

WHEREAS, in 1949, a joint resolution of Congress commemorated President
Wilson’s initiative by designating June 14 of each year as “Flag Day;”
